5. Review Numbers 13-14 where we see Israel act in rebellion   
rather than in faith. What do you observe about faith in these 
chapters? What do you observe about God? 

6. What are some specific ways you can keep your heart from 
growing hard? What does it look like for a person to cultivate a 
heart that is responsive to God? What does it look like           
specifically? 

7. Who is someone you admire for the way they respond to God 
and live by faith? How have you seen the Lord bless them as 
they have done this 

8. Share about a time when someone’s encouragement gave you 
courage and faith to follow God. 

9. What might be a specific way you can grow in encouraging  
others? What is one step you can take toward becoming a real 
“encourager” of others? 

10. Are you sure today that you are a believer in Christ? What must 
one do to be saved? (Consider John 3:16, Acts 16:31, and
